Treatments assessed included vitamins B6 and B12, ginger, acupressure/acupuncture, hypnotherapy, antiemetics, dopamine antagonists, 5-hydroxytryptamine receptor antagonists, intravenous fluids, corticosteroids, enteral and parenteral feeding.  There was evidence of some improvement in symptoms for some treatments, but these data may not be transferable across disease severities.

TA415 Certolizumab pegol for treating rheumatoid arthritis after inadequate response to a TNF-alpha inhibitor

Certolizumab pegol, in combination with methotrexate, is recommended as an option for treating active rheumatoid arthritis in adults whose disease has responded inadequately to, or who cannot tolerate, other disease-modifying antirheumatic drugs (DMARDs) including at least 1 tumour necrosis factor‑alpha (TNF‑alpha) inhibitor, only if disease activity is severe and rituximab is contraindicated or not tolerated.

What are the critical features of successful Tier 2 weight management programmes for adults? A systematic review to identify the programme characteristics, and combinations of characteristics, that are associated with successful weight loss

Supportive relationships between service users and providers, and between services users and their weight management peers, are critical to the success of WMPs. Self-regulation and maintenance of a healthy weight depend upon individuals’ experiencing their own ability to engage in activities such as exercise, and experiencing the various benefits afforded it. Thus relationships are an essential first step in a weight management journey, since they provide a much-needed external motivator or ‘hook’ for people to engage with a WMP and to initiate healthy behaviours.

Most studies identified for this report examined the effects of fish oil supplements on pregnant or breastfeeding women or the effects of infant formula fortified with DHA plus arachidonic acid. With the exception of small effects on birth weight and length of gestation (confirming the findings of the original report), n-3 FA supplementation or fortification has no consistent evidence of effects on peripartum maternal or infant health outcomes.

Evidence showed that scaling with or without root planing, provided with or without oral hygiene instructions, were associated with improvements in periodontal outcomes across a variety of adult patient populations within three months of treatment. Three evidence-based guidelines were identified that recommend scaling and root planning for the treatment of chronic periodontitis, including specific subtypes of periodontitis.

Fluoride Varnishes for Dental Health: A Review of the Clinical Effectiveness, Cost-effectiveness and Guidelines

The results of the included studies generally support the use of professionally applied topical fluoride varnish for the prevention and reversal of dental caries, remineralization of white spot lesions and dental caries lesions, and decrease of dentin sensitivity.  In the identified guidelines, fluoride varnish is recommended for routine use in children, particularly those at increased risk of developing dental caries. Adults with root caries were recommended to receive fluoride varnish treatment.

October 2016
https://www.cadth.ca/fluoride-varnishes-dental-health-review-clinical-effectiveness-cost-effectiveness-and-guidelines
Dental Sealants and Preventive Resins for Caries Prevention: A Review of the Clinical Effectiveness, Cost-effectiveness and Guidelines

Evidence demonstrates that the application of dental sealants to occlusal surfaces of permanent first molars in children and adolescents prevents development of new carious lesions compared to no sealant use. There is evidence that this benefit is maintained up to 9 years.   Conflicting results were found with respect to caries prevention of dental sealants compared to no dental sealants in children and adolescents.  Overall, there is good quality evidence that demonstrates caries reduction when dental sealants are applied to permanent molars in children and adolescents compared to no dental sealant application. This intervention also appears to be cost-effective.

Dental Space Maintainers for the Management of Premature Loss of Deciduous Molars: A Review of the Clinical Effectiveness, Cost-effectiveness and Guidelines

Comparing patients with and without space maintainers (SMs), studies reported that patients with SMs had more frequent eruption difficulties, but no difference in space loss. Other studies compared different types of SMs including band and loop, lingual holding arch, and glass fiber-reinforced composite resin maintainers. Most types appeared to fare similarly in terms of gingival health and proportion of patients developing caries.

The majority of evidence, from trials and systematic reviews, supports the clinical efficacy of cranberry products for urinary tract infection prophylaxis.  The identified guidelines provided mixed recommendations for the use of cranberry product prophylaxis of urinary tract infections. Evidence identified in two systematic reviews on topical estrogen prevention of urinary tract infections in women consistently supported statistically significant clinical efficacy. October 2016
https://www.cadth.ca/cranberry-products-or-topical-estrogen-based-therapy-prevention-urinary-tract-infections-review
Radium-223 for Patients with Castration Resistant Prostate Cancer with Bone Metastases: A Review of Clinical Effectiveness, Cost-effectiveness and Guidelines

The clinical evidence from a Phase III, double-blind, placebo-controlled trial showed that Ra-223 improved overall survival and delayed in time to first symptomatic skeletal event with an acceptable safety profile in men with bone mCRPC. The economic evaluation suggested that Ra-223 therapy was not cost-effective. All the included guidelines recommended that Ra-223 be used in symptomatic bone mCRPC without visceral metastases.
