Rapid molecular tests for rifampicin and isoniazid resistance were sensitive and specific. They may also be cost-effective when added to culture drug susceptibility testing in the UK. There is global interest in point-of-care testing and further work is needed to review the performance of emerging tests and the wider health-economic impact of decentralised testing in clinics and primary care, as well as non-health-care settings, such as shelters and prisons.

No literature directly compared continuing versus discontinuing DMT in comparable populations. Only sparse information was available to address one part of the decision making picture faced by providers and patients: long-term benefits and harms. Low-strength evidence showed increased all-cause mortality for patients who started IFNbeta-1b 2 years earlier than the comparators, but no differences between treated and comparator groups in time to progression to secondary progressive MS. Similarly, overall long-term harms were found to be no different from short-term harms. Evidence is insufficient to assess long-term benefits and harms for any other patient population, type of DMT, or outcome.

Treatments for Ankyloglossia and Ankyloglossia with Concomitant Lip-Tie

A small body of evidence suggests that frenotomy may be associated with improvements in breastfeeding as reported by mothers, and potentially in nipple pain. However, with small, inconsistently conducted studies, strength of evidence is low to insufficient, preventing us from drawing firm conclusions at this time. Research is lacking on nonsurgical interventions, as well as on outcomes other than breastfeeding, particularly speech and dental outcomes.

Public Health Interventions to Reduce the Secondary Spread of Measles

This systematic review addressed the effectiveness of five public health interventions to reduce the secondary spread of measles in Canada. Three of these public health interventions are to deliver the measles vaccine, deliver immunoglobulin, and request quarantine. These three interventions are targeted at those who are susceptible to contracting measles (for example, those not previously immunized) and who have also been in contact with someone with measles. A fourth public health intervention is to request that a person who has contracted measles isolate themselves. The fifth public health intervention is to conduct targeted measles vaccination activities.
