The relationship between psychosocial risk factors and health outcomes of chronic diseases: a review of the evidence for cancer and cardiovascular diseases
This report summarizes the best available evidence for a link between psychosocial factors and morbidity and mortality from cardiovascular diseases and cancer in the WHO European Region. The psychosocial factors repeatedly identified as related to chronic diseases, in and outside work, included: high job demand, low autonomy, low control or high effort–reward imbalance, interpersonal conflicts, and low social support or low trust. The evidence suggests that multiple adverse psychosocial factors are independently associated with a range of chronic diseases throughout adulthood. In addition, the social gradient in health observed throughout adulthood may partly operate through psychosocial factors on the pathway between socioeconomic characteristics and health. Psychosocial factors might therefore become part of complex total risk-reducing interventions focusing on multiple risk factors.

Management of Postpartum Hemorrhage
A limited body of evidence addresses interventions for managing PPH. The most effective treatments and the order in which to use treatments remain unclear. Diagnosis of PPH is subjective, which makes it difficult to compare the severity of PPH and determine the comparability of participants within and across studies. The trajectory of care, rationale for choice of intervention, and component of care ultimately responsible for controlling bleeding are also frequently unclear because of the need for rapid intervention in an emergency situation. Few studies included in this review addressed pharmacologic or medical management, including transfusion for supportive management of ongoing PPH, and the evidence reviewed is insufficient to comment on effects of such interventions

April 2015
https://www.cadth.ca/laser-therapy-hyperhidrosis-review-clinical-effectiveness-and-guidelines
Treatment for Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder, Operational Stress Injury (OSI), or Critical Incident Stress (CIS): A Review of Guidelines

Selective serotonin reuptake inhibitors (SSRIs; fluoxetine, paroxetine and sertraline), and serotonin norepinephrine reuptake inhibitor (SNRI; venlafaxine) are recommended as first-line pharmacological treatment of PTSD, while cognitive behavioral therapy (CBT), stress management therapy, and eye movement desensitization and reprocessing (EMDR) are recommended as psychological approaches for PTSD. There are no guidelines that have specific recommendations for OSI or CIS.

April 2015
https://www.cadth.ca/treatment-post-traumatic-stress-disorder-operational-stress-injury-or-critical-incident-stress
C1 Esterase Inhibitor for Prophylaxis against Hereditary Angioedema Attacks: A Review of the Clinical Effectiveness, Cost-Effectiveness, and Guidelines

All studies, including the evidence-based guidelines, found C1-INH to be effective, and relatively safe, in the prevention of hereditary angioedema attacks when used as either short-term prophylaxis or long-term prophylaxis. However, these studies are marked by several limitations, and the findings should be interpreted with caution.

April 2015
https://www.cadth.ca/c1-esterase-inhibitor-prophylaxis-against-hereditary-angioedema-attacks-review-clinical
Gabapentin for Adults with Neuropathic Pain: A Review of the Clinical Efficacy and Safety

Overall there is a suggestion that there is greater reduction in neuropathic pain with gabapentin compared with placebo in adults with a variety of conditions including diabetic peripheral neuropathy. Generally, adverse events were numerically higher with gabapentin compared with placebo.

Diagnostic Methods for Neuropathic Pain: A Review of Diagnostic Accuracy

 Accuracy of diagnostic methods varied substantially by clinical population and tool. Overall, there is evidence to suggest superiority of the DN4 screening tool. Diagnostic screening tools, particularly the LANSS and painDETECT, were not deemed sufficiently accurate for identifying NP in cancer, fibromyalgia, failed back surgery syndrome, and upper limb and back pain. There is no consensus on a universally appropriate screening tool for NP.
