The efficacy of BNP-guided therapy in specialist HF clinics is uncertain. If efficacious, it would be cost-effective for patients aged < 75 years with heart failure with a reduced ejection fraction.  The evidence reviewed may not apply in the UK because care is delivered differently.

CBT is effective in reducing anxiety symptoms and improving function. Medications, primarily those targeting serotonin, are also effective and were associated with various short-term adverse events, which were mostly not serious, but studies were too small or too short to assess suicidality with SSRI or SNRI. The combination of medications and CBT is likely more effective than either treatment alone.

Venous Thromboembolism Prophylaxis in Major Orthopedic Surgery: Systematic Review Update

VTE prophylaxis after major orthopedic surgery trades off lowered VTE risk with possible adverse events – in particular, for most interventions, major bleeding. Most studies evaluate “total DVT” (an outcome of unclear clinical significance since it includes asymptomatic and other low-risk DVTs), but relatively few studies evaluate PE and other clinically important outcomes. There is also relatively sparse evidence on interventions other than LMWH.

While there was evidence of some positive benefits and limited harms of nabilone, compared to placebo or known analgesics, in patients with cancer or non-cancer pain, the included literature had several limitations. The findings, therefore, should be interpreted with caution.

The findings of a systematic review of patients with chronic low back pain show that multidisciplinary biopsychosocial rehabilitation interventions seem to be more effective than usual care (which generally involved pain medication and physical treatment) or physical treatments in decreasing pain and disability; multidisciplinary rehabilitation seems to be more effective than physical treatment in work absenteeism but not more effective than usual care.
